Focus Group Tips

* NACCHO recommends...

Strong moderator

Financial incentives

Keep track of incentive recipients

Recruit 12 participants for 10 — 12 to actually participate

Try to limit barriers between audience and the moderator
Tables between the audience
Language barriers
Staff a diverse group
Consider an easy accessible location
Parking

Well — lit area
